CONDITION

The Tri-County Regional Planning Commission (TCRPC) has staff who are specially trained to use the Pavement
Surface Evaluation and Rating (PASER) scale to visually inspect and rate the region's federal-aid roads, along with
MDOT, county; city, and village staff. PASER is a 1-10 scale that identifies four major categories of pavement
distress: surface defects, surface deformations, cracks, and patches and potholes. The Transportation Asset
Management Council (TAMC) then categorizes each PASER rating into a good, fair, or poor definition.
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Technicians across the region visually inspected
nearly 2,000 miles of federal-aid roads in 2015-
16 to survey defects and serious road conditions.
